REGISTRATION INFORMATION

* Lost and Found 2007 is open to all youth who are in 7th-8th grades and their adult advisors.

 Each youth must register as a member of a congregation, and there must be one adult attending for each five
youth, who will be responsible for those youth.

* COST: $140 per person (Early Registration Discount if registrations are postmarked on or before Oct. 15 -
8130 per person). Checks should be made payable to “Virginia Synod ELCA”. The registration fee must
accompany the registration form. =¥ congregations are encouraged to provide scholarship assistance!

* Adults who are serving as Small Group Leaders, Co-Leaders, or Assistant Small Group Leaders should
only pay $25. Adults who are NOT serving in small group leadership roles should pay the full registration
fee and will participate in an adult small group unless they have signed up for a “Youth Leader Training”
small group (see insert).

» Upon receipt of the registration form, a Confirmation Letter, Map of Eagle Eyrie, and List of “Things To
Bring” will be sent to you. If you have not received this by Nov. 5", please contact the synod office (540-
